¥ The story must be no more than 1200 words long 
¥ Each entry should bear a suitably awful pseudonym 
¥ The author’s name must not accompany the entry  
¥ Each entry must be accompanied by the entry fee of £2.50 
¥ Closing date 8th February 2012.  Entries can be handed in at the VWC meeting on 

closing date or posted to Nick Cook to arrive no later than the closing date.
